I'am, er I thought I was.... Had to ask myself what is 

a Rustler. I went looking and hereôs what I found - 

out. 

 

Theyôre called "Cattle Rustlers" o.k. "Rustlers" for 

short. Whatever ya call' em their just downright 

thieves. And they were a problem on the open 

range. Nineteenth - century Rustles drove off cattle 

in herds; but present day Rustlers carry them off in 

trucks. 

A Rustles method of steal'n varied from the rare 

seizure of cattle in  heated battles between the 

Rustlers and the Ranchers. Or the hostle take overs 

of one Ranch owner from another,to a more 

common practice of sneakin' away with motherless 

calves.... That just ain't right. 

Rustlers were well trained cowboys. They had to 

not only know how to steal but to ride, rope and 

care for cattle. 'cause once you've rustled the cattle, 

ya had ta change the brands. 

Cattle were branded to prove ownership. Rustlers 

would change brands, by tracing over the old brand, 

this was called "burning brands".  

In the 1880s "Barbed Wire" was invented to close 

off the range and keep rustles out. It only slowed 

them down. But in the twentieth - century this great 

deterrent was irrelevant. As modern Rustles used 

pick - up trucks and large freezer trucks. They 

would butcher on the open range. Throw the meat 

into the trucks. Taking the calves with them and be 

hundreds of miles away before anyone knew. 

  In older times laws were placed to record brands to 

protect livestock owners. Those rigid laws are still 

in forced today. But there was a time when those 

laws were not enforced, so cattle ranchers came 

together to form posses called "vigilance 

committees". Now known as The Cattlemen 

Association.....
