See I’'m right handed and shoot the long guns left handed
and the first stages favored left handed movement.

Well as you may have noticed I kinda like to do things different and like to try new things. A lot of that leads to
using different props for staging and restaging long guns and moving from one position to another. I try to make
stages with options to avoid favoring one style of shooting or the old righty lefty thing. Remember what might
be a natural or easy movement for a right handed person is totally uncomfortable and unnatural for a left handed
person and vice versa. The main thing to remember is that it is the shooters responsibility to maintain of muzzle
control and be aware of muzzle direction while staging, restaging and moving with their firearm. Remember
SAFETY at all times. When you are given options think about what is most natural for you and your style of
shooting.

Thanks for all the comments on the match both praise and criticism, are appreciated. That’s how we know what
to keep and what not to do. I did end up with a bit more movement than planned for the heat. But I’ll work on

that.

I learned recently the son of Stumpy and Feathers (a shooter himself) was wounded in Afghanstan. So I
checked a little further and thought I would pass the info on. They have two sons in the military.

Colorado is not yet in the Marines. He is in USMC OCS and will be commissioned as a 2nd Lt when he
gradutes from college (if ever!).

His older brother Brandon (Slag Ryan) was wounded in Afghanistan. We are fortunate that his injuries
did not result in something much worse. It was a heart stopping phone call at 2:00AM from the Marines telling
you that your son was injured. He spent several days recovering in a hospital at Camp Basttion in Afghanistan.
He could have been evac'ed back to the States but decided to stay with his unit until they all came home. We are
so proud of him. Feathers, Colorado, and I think he is a real American hero, but I guess we are somewhat
prejudiced. He doesn't like to talk about it much, but I have enclosed the official Marine Corp report of the
incident. For his actions he was awarded the Navy and Marine Corps Medal with a "V" device for valor. He is
now back in the civilian world finishing his degree at USF in Tampa. Feel free to use any part of it that you see
fit.

For Heroic achievement while serving as the scout sniper assistant team leader, Headquarters and
Service Company, 3" Battalion, 8" Marines (reinforced), special Marine Air Ground Task Force-Afghanistan,
on 21 December 2008 in support of Operation Enduring Freedom.

Corporal Brandon E Novatko is enthusiastically recommended for the Navy and Marine Corps
Achievement Medal with Combat Distinguished Device for professional achievement during combat on 21
December 2008 in support of operation Enduring Freedom in Now Zad, Helmand Province, Afghanistan.

Corporal Novatko’s sniper team was on a two team mission to conduct observation on enemy positions
that had been using multiple teams to engage friendly forces over the previous three weeks. The two teams
halted at a rally point and established a security position short of their planned positions. Corporal Novatko and
three other Marines continued forward to conduct a leader’s reconnaissance of the positions.

As the reconnaissance element exited the building, the second Marine in the four man team stepped on a
pressure plate, detonating an improved explosive device (IED) under his feet. The blast broke both of his legs,
nearly severed his foot, and inflicted multiple shrapnel injuries to himself and the other Marines.

Shaking off the blast, Corporal Novatko and the other Marines quickly assessed the situation, joined by
two other Marines and a corpsman. The blast had certainly alerted enemy forces to the team’s presence, and in
order to evacuate the casualty the Marines would have to move down a street known to be covered by enemy
machine gun fire.

Corporal Novatko realized speed was essential and did not hesitate. He and the other Marines quickly
provided basic treatment to slow the wounded Marine’s bleeding. Corporal Novatko then picked up the
wounded Marine, who weighed nearly 200 pounds and was wearing an additional 60 pounds of equipment, and
single handedly carried him back to the rest of the patrol.




After reaching the rest of the patrol, the team corpsman continued treating the wounded Marine while
awaiting a mounted casualty evacuation element to extract the casualty. The quick reaction force had already
deployed but was unable to locate the correct alley on the moonless night. Corporal Novatko volunteered to join
an element that would move another 500 meters to link up the reaction force and guide them back to the
sniper’s position.

His team reached the casualty evacuation vehicle and marked the route back to the casualty’s position,
allowing the litter team to advance and recover the injured Marine. As he was briefing the medical officer of his
fellow Marine’s condition, Corporal Novatko lost consciousness as the effects of his own injuries from the blast
finally overcame his willpower.

His selfless dedication, courage, and strength were critical to ensuring the welfare of his fellow
Marine. Despite his own injuries, he was essential in ensuring the rapid treatment and survival of a seriously
wounded comrade.
